• Hold a current UCI or an AusCycling compliant licence (a non - riding 

licence is accepted and can be obtained here: Non - Riding Membership

• Obtain a UCI ID through the UCI ID Request Form  

• Be  present  at  the  Tour  Village  on  race  day  40mins  prior  to  tour  

convoy  departure.  Exact  times  of  departure  will be provided 

closer to event.  

• Must  obey  the  orders and  directions  given by  UCI Chief Commissaire  

and  Race Regulator .  

• Ensuring the moto  is cleaned and refuelled each day  before returning 

daily.
