LOCATION & TRANSPORT  

The shifts will be located at the various location’s dependant on the stage location. You will need to 

check in at the Event Office (located Level 1 Hilton Hotel).   

Please note, there are no provisions within the Tour Village for private vehicles to be parked.  

Volunteers are required to make their own arrangements to and from Adelaide CBD, but transport will be 

provided to and from the stages.
